First project for Alternative Fuel Use in Ain Sokhna.. Environment Minister: Applying HOTDISC 

technology all over Egypt 

Minister of Environment Khaled Fahmy said, in his speech at ACC’s press conference, that the Waste 

Management Law has been finalized and the Ministry of Justice is drafting it now to be presented soon. 



Fahmy inaugurated the first project for alternative fuel use through “HOTDISC” technology at Arabian 

Cement Company in Ain Sokhna, Suez with a cost of EGP 90 Mn. The Minister added that this project 

integrates with the project of collecting industrial, local, and agricultural solid waste as cement plants use 35 pct 

of these wastes as a thermal alternative. Cement plants use 75 thousand tons annually for alternative fuel to be 

utilized by HOTDISC. 

Fahmy noted that the HOTDISC technology will be applied across Egypt, most specifically at plants that can 

use alternative fuel and benefit from solid waste management project.
